OHCHR-Nepal Hosts Discussion on Enforced Disappearances
Lalitpur/ 9 September
Office of the High Commissioner for Human Rights in Nepal (OHCHR- Nepal) has hosted an interactive discussion forum on how to address the legacy of enforced disappearances in Nepal on 8 September.  
 
Speaking at the programme OHCHR-Nepal Representative Richard Bennet said the new Government had taken a welcome step by committing itself to the establishment of a Disappearances Commission in its Common Minimum Programme.  “It is now essential for the Government to begin to fulfil this promise by moving swiftly to adopt the laws necessary to establish such a commission in accordance with international standards and in consultation with families of the disappeared and other interested parties," he added.

Member of National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) Gauri Pradhan said that the Maoists and Nepal Army were unwilling to help the constitutional body. "When we send letter to NA for investigation, they don't give us detail while the Maoists never reply to their request for cooperation," Pradhan said. 


Maoist CA member Khim Lal Devkota said that the first duty of the news government was to find the whereabouts of disappeared persons. 

Executive Director of Advocacy Forum Mandira Sharma, CA member Radheshyam Adhikari, victims' representatives, and civil society members had addressed the programme.
